Spikeball, or Roundnet, has gained a strong following on college campuses and beaches across the country. They have a

full regional and national tour schedule. Visit spikeball.com for tour information.

Kan Jam has grown rapidly in backyard popularity over recent years. Now, they offer a national championship. It will be in

late August in Buffalo, so you still have time to make it! Go to kanjam.com for more info.

Like Cornhole, Kickball has blown up over the last few years with many leagues and one-day charity tournaments

popping up around the nation. There are a few large national-level tournaments, but the World Kickball Association

stakes claim to be the sport’s authority and governing body: kickball.com.

Wiffleball has gotten a lot of social media buzz recently due to the amazing pitches that can be thrown to embarrass

batters, but this championship has been around for a long time. The 46th World Championship will be held this August in

Crown Point, IN: worldwiffleball.org.

Even though it originated in Sweden, Kubb has a strong following in the U.S., and particularly in Wisconsin. The U.S. National

Championship is annually held in Eau Claire in July: kubb.world.

The National Horseshoe Pitchers Association annually host a massive world tournament for two weeks in July. This year,

they will be in Sandy, UT: horseshoepitching.com
